Under certain conditions, Hydrogen gas may be produced in a hot-water system that has not been used for two
weeks or more. HYDROGEN GAS IS EXPLOSIVE.|f the hot-water system has not been used for such a period,
before using the dishwasher turn on all hot-water faucets and let the water flow from each for several minutes.
This will release any accumulated hydrogen gas. Asthe gas is flammabie, do not smoke or use an open flame
ddring this time.

WARNING! PROPER USE

» Do not abuse, sit on, or stand on the door or dish rack of the dishwasher

* Do not touch the heating element during or immediately after use

* Do not operate your dishwasher unless all enclosure panels are properly in ptace. Open the door very
carefully if the dishwasher is operating. There is a risk of water squirting out.

* Donot place any heavy objects on the door when it is open, or the appliance could tip forward.

» When |oading items to be washed:

o Locate sharp items so that they are not likely to damage the door seal;

o Load sharp knives with the handles up to reduce the risk of cut-type injuries:

o Warning: knives and other utensils with sharp points must be loaded in the basket with their points down
or placed in a horizontal position. -

» When using your dishwasher, you should prevent plastic items from contacting with heating element.

e Check that the detergent receptacle is empty after completion of the wash cycle,

Do not wash plastic items unless they are marked dishwasher safe or the equivalent. For plastic itemns not
30 marked, check the manufacturer's recommendations.

» Useonly detergent and rinse additives designed for an automatic dishwasher. Never use soap, laundry
detergent, or hand washing detergent in your dishwasher.

» Keep children away from detergent and rinse ald, keep children awayfrom the open door of the dishwasher,
there could still be some detergent left inside.

¢ Young children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance,

¢ The appliance is not intended for use by young children or infirm persons without supervision.

» Dishwasher detergents are strongly alkaline. They can be extremely dangerous if swallowed. Avoid contact

. with skin and eyes and keep children away from the dishwasher when the dooris open.

Rinse aid is automatically added during the last rinse, ensuring thorough rinsing, spot
and streak free drying. :

Only use branded rinse aid for dishwasher. Never fill the rinse aid dispenser with any
other substances (e.g. dishwasher cleaning agent, liquid detergent). This would damage
the appliance.

To open the dispe_nser, turn the cap to the "open” (left) arrow and lift it out.
Pour the rinse aid into the dispenser, being careful not to overfill.
Replace the cap by inserting it aligned with *open" arrow and turning it to the closed (right) arrow.

The rinse aid is released during the final rinse to prevent water from forming droplets on your dishes
that can leave spots and streaks. It also improves drying by allowing water to sheet off the dishes:
Your dishwashers are designed to use liquid rinse aids. The rinse aid dispenser is located inside the
door next to the detergent dispenser. To fill the dispenser, open the cap and pour the rinse aid into
the dispenser unti! the level indicator turns completely black. The volume of the rinse aid container
is about 140ml. :

Be careful not to overfilt the dispenser, because this could cause over sudsing. Wipe away any spills
with a damp cloth. Don't forget to replace the cap before you close dishwasher door.

Attention!

Clean up any rinse ald split during filling with an absarbent cloth to avoid excess foaming

during the next wash.

Adjusting Rinse Aid Dispenser

The rinse aid dispenser has six or four settings. Always start with the dispenser set on
“2” . If spots and poor drying are problems, increase the amount of rinse aid dispensed

by removing the dispenser lid and rotating the dialto “3” . If the dishes still are not

drying properly or are spotted, adjust the dial to the next higher number until your dishes

are spot-free, We suggestyou toseton “4” (Factory valueis 4" )

NOTE:

Increase the dose if there are drops of water or lime spots on the dishes after washing.

Reduce it if there are sticky whitish streaks on the dishes of a biuish fitm on glassware or

| B. Function of Detergent |

Detergents with its chemical Ingrediants are necessary to remove dirt, crush dirt and
transport it out of the dishwasher. Most of commercial quality detergents are suitable
for this purpose.

Concentrated Detergent

Based on their chemical composition, dishwasher can be splitin two basic types:

W conventional, alkaline detergents with caustic components

M [ow alkaline concentrated detergents with natural enzymes .

Theuse of “heavy” washing programmes in conjunction with cdncentrated detergents

reduces poilution and is good for your dishes: these wash programmes are specially matched

to the dirt-dissolving properties of the enzymes of the concentrated detergent. For this reason
“heavy” wash programmes in which concentrated detergents are used can achieve the

same results that can otherwise only be achieved using “intensive” programmes.

Detergent Tablets

Detergent tablets of different brands dissolve at different speeds. For this reason some .
detergent tablets cannot dissolve and develop their full cleaning power during short
programmes. Therefore please use long programmes when using detergent tablets, to
unsure the complete removal of detergent residuals.

Detergent Dispenser

The dispenser must be refilled before the start of each wash cycle following the instructions
provided in the Wash Cycle Table. Your dishwashers use less detergent and rinse aid

then conventional dishwashers. Generally, only one tablespoon of detergent is needed for
anormal wash load. Alse, more heavily soiled items need more detergent. Always add the
detergent just before starting dishwasher, otherwise it could get damp and will not dissofve
properly.

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4.Loading the Dishwasher Racks

For best performance of the dishwasher, follow these loading guidelines. Features and
appearance of racks and silverware baskets may vary from your model.

Attention before or after Loading the Dishwasher Racks

Scrape off any large amounts of leftover food. It is not necessary to rinse the dishes under
running water. Place objects in the dishwasher in following way:

1.1tems such as cups, glasses, pots/pans, etc. are stood upside down.

2.Curve items, or those with recesses, should be at a slant so that water can run off.

3.They are stacked securely and can not tip over.

4.Thay do not prevent the spray arms from rotating while washing takes place.

Very small items should not be washed in the dishwasher as they could easily falt out of the racks.

Removing the Dishes

To prevent water dripping from the upper back into the [ower back, we recommend that you
empty the lower basket first and then the upper back. :

Loading the Upper Rack

The upper rack is designed to hold more delicate and lighter dishware such as glasses, coffee
and tea cup and saucers, as well as plates, small bowls and shallow pans (as long as they are
nottoo dirty).

Position the dishes and cookware so that they do not get moved by the spray of water.

How to use the upper rack(14 place settings)

The upper rack is for more delicate and lighter dishware

Of your dishwasher when you push the rack back in. Be particularfy careful with long-stemmed
Glassware such as champagne glasses breakage hazard!

Loading the Lower Rack

We recommend that you place large items which are most difficult to clean into the lower rack:
pots, pans, lids, serving dishes and bowls, as shown in the figure to the right.

Itis preferable to place serving dishes and lids on the side of the racks in order to avoid blocking
the rotation of the top spray arm.

Pots, serving bowls, etc. must always be placed top down.
Deep pots should be slanted to allow water to flow out.
The bottom rack feature fold down tine rows so that larger or more pots and pans ¢an be loaded.

- Please do notoverload your dishwasher. There is only space for 12 standard dishes. Do not
use dish that is not suitable for dishwashers. This is important for good results and for
reasonable energy consume.

Before loading the dishes, you should:
Remove large left-over
Soften remnants of burnt food in pans

Dishes and cutlery must not impede the rotation of the spray arms
Load hollow items such as cups, glasses, pans etc. with the opening downwards so that
water cannot collect in the container or a deep base.




Dishes and items of cutiery must not lle inside one another, or cover each other

W Toavoid damage to glasses, they must not touch

Load large items which are most difficult to clean into the lower rack

The upper rack is designed to hold maore delicate and lighter dishware such as glasses, coffee
and tea cups

Attention!

Long bladed knives stored in an upright position are a petential hazard!
Long and/or sharp items of cutlery such as carving knives must be positioned
horizentally in the upper basgket.

Damage to glassware and other dishes

Possible causes:

Type of glass or manufacturing process. Chemical composition of detergent.
Water temperature and duration of dishwasher programme,

Suggested remedy:

Use glassware or porcelain dishes that have been marked dishwasher-proof by the
manufacturer )

Use a mild detergent that is described as kind of dishes 1t necessary, seek further
information from detergent manufacturers.

Select a programme with as low atemperature.

To prevent damage, take glass and cutlery out of the dishwasher as soon as possible
after the programme has ended.

At the End of the Wash Cycle

When the working cycle has finished, the buzzer of dishwasher will mooing 8 seconds,

then stop. Turn of the appliance using'the ON/OEF button, shut off the water supply and
open the door of the dishwasher. Wait a few minutes before unloading the dishwasher to
.avoid handling the dishes and utensils while they are still hot and more susceptible to
breakage. They will also dry better.

Turning on the App'liance

Starting a wash cycle...
1. Draw out the lower and upper basket, load the dishes and
push them back. it is commended that Ioading the lower
basket first, than the upper one (see the section entitled
“Loading the Dishwasher” ).
2. Pourin the detergent (see the section entitled
“ Detergent and Rinse Aid” ).
3.Turn on the water supply to full pressure.
4. Insert the plug into the socket. The powersupply is 220-240
VAC 50 HZ, the specification of the sockat is 12 A 250 VAC.
Make sure that the water supply is turned on to fuli pressure,
5.0pen the door, press the ON/OFF button , and the ON/OFF light will turn on.

Forget to Add a Dish?

A forgotten dish can be added any time before the detergent cup opens. : I

Unloading the dishwasher

itis normal that the dishwasher is wet inside.

Empty the lower basket first and then the upper one. This will aveid water dripping from the
upper basket onto the dishes in the lower one.

Filtering System

s mr——y

The'filt'ersyéféfﬁ consists of a coarse filter,a flat ('Méin'filter)
And a microfilter(Fine filter).

Food and soil particles trapped by this filter are pulverized by a
special jet on the lower spray arm and washed down the
drain.

Larger items, such as pieces of bone or glass, that could clog

the drain are trapped in the coarse filter. To remove an item

caught in this filter, gently squeeze the taps on the top of this
_ filter and lift it out. o

Eine filter
This filter holds soil and food residue in the sump area and
prevents it from being redeposit on the dishes during a cycle.

- Inspect the filters for obstructions every time the dishwasher has been used.
- By unscrewing the coarse filter.you can remove the filter system.Remove any food remnants and clean the

filters under running water.

Caring for the Dishwasher

To clean the control panel use a lightly dampened cloth then dry thorough\'fy. To clean the exterior
use a good appliance polish wax. .
Never use sharp objects, scouring pads or harsh cleaners on any part of the dishwasher.

. Protect Against Freezing

It your dishwasher is left in an unheated place during the winter, ask a service technical to:

1.Cut off electrical power to the dishwasher,

2.Turn off the water supply and disconnect the water inlet pipe from the water valve.
3.Drain water from the inlet pipe and water valve. (Use a pan to catch the water)
4.Reconnect the water inlet pipe to the water valve.

5.Remove the filter in the tub the bottom and use a sponge to use up waterin sump.

6.Maintenance and Cleaning

Cleaning the Spray Arms -

It is necessary to clean the spray arms regularly for hard water chemicals wili clog the spray
armjets and bearings. To remove the spray arms, screw off the nut clockwise fo take out the
washer on top’of the spray arm and remove the arm. Wash the arms in soapy and warm waterl |
and use a soft brush to clean the jets. Replace them after rinsing them thoroughly.

I Filter assembly |

For best performance and resulis, the filter assembly must be cleaned. The filter efficiently
removas food particles from the wash water, allowing it to be recirculated during the cycle. For
this reason, it is a good idea to remove the larger food particles trapped in the filter aftar each
wash cycle by rinsing the semicircular filter and cup under running water. To remove the filter
assembly, pull on the cup handle in the upward direction. The entire filter assembly should he
cleaned once a week. )

To clean the coarse filter and the fine filter, use a cleaning brush. Then, reassemble the filter
parts as shown in the figures ieft and reinsert the entire assembly in the dishwasher, positioning
in its seat and pressing downward.

The dishwasher must never be used without the filters. Improper replacement of the filter may
reduce the performance level of the appliance and damage dishes and utensils.

A WARNING!

Never run the dishwasher without the filters in place. When cleaning the filters, don't khock on
them.

water from hoses into a bowl or suitable container that is held outside and lower
than the sink.
